Minutes
2011 UCDEA Executive Committee meeting
May 12, at I-House

1. Announcements:

a. The annual business meeting is next Thursday, May 19.

b. Merna Villajero, who has resigned due to a family emergency, will have to be
replaced as member-at-large.

Minutes accepted with corrections to the financial report.

3. New Business

a. d. (Rains moved up discussion Emeriti Welfare so that Hess could give the report
and then attend an interview for the new Vice-Chancellor for Development.) At a
statewide meeting of CUCEA and CUCRA, attendees heard for the first time
about Extend Health, a for-profit firm to which the University wants to turn over
management of retiree health care. There is no contract yet, and many questions
remain to be answered, including whether there will be significant savings, how
responsive they will be to members, and how they will deal with Kaiser, who does
not want to deal with them. Hess has involved both campus and statewide Faculty
Welfare committees into the discussion.

4. Retiree Center (Barnes)

a. The Center is now at the Conference Center and had a good opening with visitors;
there are, however, some lingering computer problems. Older Americans Month
events begin on the 13th at the Silo. Reservations are still open for the Steak
Bake, Angel Island, and Billy Elliot, although if there are not more reservations
for the last, the Retiree Center will cancel its trip and move those who want to go
to another group. Barnes requested one more volunteer for the New Retirees’
reception and got one. Atria/Covell Gardens has asked the Retiree Center to co-
sponsor events; it would provide catering in return for publicity. The legality will
have to be determined, and we would want no more than one or two such co-
sponsored events. Discussion was held as to whether the fall general meeting
should be held at the ARC or the Conference Center. The committee decided to
use the Conference Center. Lifetime memberships to UCDEA was discussed as a
gift that departments could give retiring faculty. The 5™ anniversary of the Retiree
Center is drawing nigh.

5. Retiree Center advisory Committee (Rains)

a. Extend Health was discussed at the meeting and Picnic Day participation was
reviewed. Since UCDEA and UCDRA are not official UC organizations, they do
are not covered by University liability insurance. There is an effort underway to
obtain such status statewide, spearheaded by UCLA, although such official status
might compromise our independence.

6. Retirees’ Association Report (Rains)

a. UCDRA is looking forward to their spring general meeting, election, and speaker.

They will share with UCDEA the cost of improving the Retiree Center.
